English Language Advisory Committee is
a school site committee that must be
formed whenever a school has over 21
or more EL students enrolled.

The committee shall be responsible for
advising the principal and staff:

e on programs and services for Eng-
lish learners and

e on the development of the school’s
academic plan for the following
year through the School Site Council

o Take other actions as required by the
Education Code.

Other Duties:

Develop and deliver annual reports to the
Superintendent and Board on the status
of programs for English learners and the
functioning of ELAC and the DELAC.

Teach parents about the school system
so they have the knowledge to support
their student.

Receive annual reports detailing the
status of compliance with state and
federal requirement.

Help parents understand the
reclassification process for their student.
