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In this sample, the categories are more aligned to the actual Common Core
State Standards. So the “"Addition and Subtraction” category represents
the first two clusters in the OPERATIONS AND ALGEBRAIC THINKING
domain (those first two are combined here simply because they are similar
topics), and “Foundations for Multiplication” represents the third cluster.

To use this approach for ELA, you could use the following categories for
Reading Literature, for instance: 1) Key Ideas and Details; 2) Craft and
Structure; and 3) Integration of Knowledge and Ideas.
